Ted is the Chief Information Officer of the New York City Department of Education.  As CIO, Ted 

oversees all technology supporting the instructional and administrative needs of 140,000 

employees, the City's 1.1 million students and over 1,700 schools.  

 

In the 4 years he has been with the DOE he has implemented some of the most innovative 

technology tools to accelerate the school reform effort. These have included classroom 

instructional technology, blended learning environments that combine on-line and in-person 

instruction, as well as accountability systems that provide teachers and administrators with timely 

data about student achievement.  In addition, Ted has upgraded the core systems - some of which 

were over 20 years old. The technology infrastructure at the DOE is one of the largest, public or 

private in New York City.  It includes 9,000 miles of cabling connecting 425,000 workstations to a 

95 mile fiber optic loop spanning all five boroughs, and over 80,000 wireless access points 

servicing 52,000 classrooms.  

 

Prior to joining the DOE, Ted had a distinguished career in the financial services industry holding 

senior roles in NY and London for Goldman Sachs, Donaldson, Lufkin & Jenrette, and JP Morgan 

Chase.
